Phoneme — spoken sounds — there are about 44 in the English language

Segment — words broken up into seperate sounds
Blend — combining broken up sounds to make a word
Fred talk—(Fred is the frog) he can only talk in sounds e.g. sh-o-p

Red words — words that cannot be sounded out e.g. |, said, they (You can not Fred a
red!)
